(single course where necessary to 
obtain satisfactory fall). Corbelled if required. 

a) Class D400 frames to be bricked 
on four sides. 

b) Class C250 frames to be bricked 
on three sides. 

4. Insitu surround concrete shall be ST3. 

5. Position of outlet pipe varies in plan. 

6. Insitu ST3 concrete 150mm thick to Clause 
2602 surround to outlet pipe for first one metre 
under verge or total length if under carriageway. 

7. Where grating is to be trafficked or laid against 
within 24 hours of frame being placed in 
position, then a suitable ultra rapid hardening 
mortar and concrete shall be used to bed cover 
and frame.
