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Background

The Safer Lincolnshire Partnership (SLP) commissioned a Domestic Homicide Review (DHR) into the death of Kamile who was
killed by her partner, Ruben. Kamile and Ruben had been in a relationship for 6 months, Ruben was found deceased at the
scene of Kamile’s murder, having taken his own life. The DHR considered all aspects of agencies involvement to identify what
lessons were to be learned regarding the way in which local professionals and organisations work individually and together to
safeguard Kamile; how and within what timescales they will be acted on, and what is expected to change as a result. The
purpose of a DHR is to prevent domestic abuse and homicide and improve service responses for all domestic abuse victims and

their children by developing a co-ordinated multi-agency approach to ensure that domestic abuse is identified and responded to

effectively at the earliest opportunity.

Ruben was a serial domestic abuser who had been convicted for domestic abuse offences against threedifferent women before
he met Kamile. Kamile had been a victim of domestic abuse in her marriage before she met Ruben. The existence of the
couple’s relationship was not known to any agency; however, information gathered from friends after Kamile’s deathindicated
that there had been domestic abuse in the relationship. In the month prior to Kamile’s death, she had told a former partnerof
Ruben’s that he had been abusive to her. It is not known why Ruben murdered Kamile. Kamile was a Lithuanian nationaland
had lived in the United Kingdom for the previous 10 years. Ruben was a South African national and had lived in the United
Kingdom for the previous 14 years.
